Preamble

The Government of the Republic of North Macedonia and the Government of the Republic of
Bulgaria. hereinafter referred to as the "Contracting Partics”,

in the spirir of the Treaty of Friendship, Good Neighbourliness and Cooperation between the
Republic of Macedonia and the Republic of Bulgaria of 1 August 2017 and in their desire to
further promote Dbilateral relations by developing the railway transport infrastructure
connecting them, which is of particular importance for improving European and regional
iransport connectivity,

stressing the paramount importance for both parties of the completion of the Pan-European
Transport Corridor VHI, part of the European Transport Corridor "Western Balkans ~ Eastern
Mediterranean”, which will create political and economic prerequisites for commercial and
industrial prosperity and market-oriented development of the countries of the region, while
contributing to better connectivity between the Europcan Union and the countries of the
Western Balkans and the allied responsibilities of the Contracting Parties within NATO,

considering the Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Macedonia and
Government of the Republic of Bulgaria on the connection of the railway networks of the two
countries of 12 March 1999,

have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Scope

This Agreement aims to scttle the techoical, financial, legal and organizational issucs
related to the preparation, construction and operation of a cross-border railway tunne! facility
in the direction Sofia-Gyueshevo-Kriva Palanka-Skopje between the Republic of North
Macedonia and the Republic of Bulgaria in accordance with the European and national
legislation of the Contracting Parties.
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Artieje 2
Definitions

For the purposes of this Agreement the following definitions shall apply:

. “Coniracting Parties” means the Government of the Republic of North Macedonia and
&hL Government of the Republic of Bulgaria;

2. “ferritory of a Contracting Party” means the territory of the Republic of North
Macedonia or the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria,

3. “site” means the actual cross-border railway tnnel facility, in short, the 'tunnel’ and the
adjacent infrastructure;

4. “gdjacent Iafrastructure” means the infrastructure located in the territories ol the
Contracting Parties connecting the tunnel with the existing railway infrastructure.

Artiele 3
General objectives and subject matter

R With this Agreement, the Contracting Parties agree to adopt as a common goal the
construction of a cross-border railway tunnel between the Republic of North Macedonia and
the Republic of Bulgaria in the border zonc of the railway line connecting Sofia-Pernik-
Radomir-Gyueshevo-border between the Republic of Bulgaria and the Republic of North
Maccedonia-Kriva Palanka-Beljakovei-Kumanovo-Skopje.

2, 'The cross-border railway tunnel facility has a design length of 2,383 m, of which:

- 1,193.70 m on the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria,
and
- 1.189.30 m on the territory of the Republic of North Macedonia, with the exact total
fength of the tunnel and its parts on the territory of each of the two contracting parties
to be determined in accordance with the finally approved design for its construction.

3. With a Protocol pursuant to Art. 15 of this Agreement, the two Contracting Partics
shall determine which of them will be responsible for the construction of the tunnel, for
tendering the public works contracts, as well as for the supervision of the construction of the
runnel. The basis for that will be the "Main Design of the transborder tunnel Deve Bair and
belonging part of the permanent way located on the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria”
(Task 5) of the existing project for "Preparation of detailed design and tender documentation
for the construction of a new railway section Kriva Palanka — border with the Republic of
Bulgaria, as part of Corridor VIII", ref. No. EuropeAid/136050/IH/Ser/MK - Preparation of
detailed design and tender documentation for construction of new railway section Kriva
Palanka — border with Republic of Bulgaria, as part of corridor VHI” | prepared by the
Republic of North Macedonia and adopted by the National Railway Infrastructure Company,
10 be courdinated by the Joint Committee under Art. 10 of this Agreement.
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4, The: Contracting Parties shall ensure that the constructed facility mects the EU and
NATO requircments for this (y pe of infrastructure, especially with regard to the standards and
technical specification of the Trans-Luropean Transport Network (TEN-T) and military

mebility, regulated in the relevant provisions.

Article 4
Tender procedures for contractor selection and supervision

l. The infrastructure railway managers of the Contracting Parties (for the Republic of
North Macedonia — Railway Infrastruciure Company and for the Republic of Bulgaria —
National Railway Infrastructure Company ) will establish joint working groups to prepare the
necessary cocumentation for the tender procedures with the support of the competent
ministries of the Contracting Partics.

2. The preparation will be carried out with the assistance of the European Commission
and the relevant European financial institutions supporting the project, based on the positive
European experience and the successfully implemented cross-border infrastructure projects
between a Member State and a candidate country for European Union membership.

Article 5
Funding of the construction
I The Contracting Parties shall make all possible cfforts 1o provide grant financial
assistance for the construction. of the tunncl.
3. The Government of the Republic of Bulgaria will provide funding for the design and
construction of the adjacent railway infrastructure on the Bulgarian territory.
3. The Government of the Republic of North Macedonia will provide funding for the

design and coustruction of the adjacent railway infrastructure on the territory of the Republic
ol North Macedonia.

Apticle 6
Construction of the tunnel

I, Within three months from the date of entry into force of this Agreement, the
Comtracting Parties will prepare and send a draft preliminary timetable for the preparation
and construction of the tunnel to the European Commission and the (inancing European
banking institutions.

2. Each stage of the implementation of the preparation and construction of the tunnel
will be agreed by the Contracting Parties on a mutual basis.
3. The exact location of the tunnel defined in Article 3, para. 2 and its type cross-

sectional profile will be finally decided with the territorial development plan and the final
project for the construction of the tunnel with the consent of the two contracting parties.

4. When developing the timetable, an environmental impact assessment procedure for a
cross-border project will also be included.
5. The two parties will jointly settle the issues regarding the administrative procedurcs

related to the issuance of a building permit(s), permits for use and commissioning in
accordance with the national legislation of each of the partics.

6. The Contracting Parties shall grant the Contractor access to the territory of the
respective Contracting Party to carry out the construction of the tunnel.
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. Fuch Contracting Party shall provide the construclion site on its terrtory, free from
any real rights and claims of ovnership of third pg.uuw (including cxisting facilities and
installations on ity and shall facilitate access to it in accordance with the construction
schedule.

8. For any unforescen and additional procedurcs required in connection with the
constuction of the cross-border wnnel. which have not been previously defined and
cstablished. the two Contracting Partics shall act and cnsure implementation within the

shortest possible timeframe.

Article 7
Exccution of procedures

The procedures under Articles 4 o 6 will be implemented in accordance with the
requirements of the legislation of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Republic of North
Macedonia with regard to the relevant infrasiructure, as well as with the requirements of
uropean Union law, NATQ standards and the requirements of the financing European
banking institutions. These procedures shall be carried out in conditions of openness and
fransparency.
Article 8
Custems controls

‘The Contracting Parties agree to establish a common customs control system between
the two Parties. ‘The implementation of the common customs control system will be governed
by a subsequent bilateral agresment.

Article 9
Owaership and maintenance

[. Ownership of the cross-border tunnel railway facility:

- The Republic of Bulgaria becomes the holder of the right of ownership over the part
of the innel focaied between the entrance point of the wunnel on its territory, established in
the final construction project. and the point of crossing the state border with the Republic of
North Macedonia;

- The Republic of North Macedonia becomes the holder of the right of ownership over
the part of the tunnel located between the entrance point of the tunnel on its territory,
cstablished in the final construction project and the point of crossing the state border with the
Republic of Bulgaria.

2. Upon the entry into operation of the tunnel, cach Contracting Party shall assume the
nmmtenamc of the railway track and the contact network located within that part of the
tunnel which is its property.

The nwo Contracting Parties agree to entrust an independent economic operator with the
maintenance of all other elements and systems of the cross-border railway tunnel facility,
other than those referred w in the previous paragraph.
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Articie 10
Joint Committee

l. ‘The Contracting Parties will establish a Joint Committee of their representatives to
coordinate all activities and reqolve issues related to the construction, operation and
maintenance of the site, bascd on the relevant decisions of the Contracting Parties.

2. The Joint Committee will be led by two co-chairs at the level of Deputy Minister,
each designated by the respective Contracting Party, and will be composed of experts with
refevant economic, financial, legal and technical competencies, as well as experience in the
implementation of infrastructure projects and their subsequent maintenance and operation.

3. The Joint Committee is a permanent joint body that will adopt rules of procedure for

its work and will meet regularly on an exchange basis at least twice a year.

4, Representatives of the European Commission, the European Investment Bank, the
Buropean Bank for Reconstruction and Development, the Permanent Secretariat of the
Transport Comimunity and other institutions involved in the implementation of the project
may be invited to participate in the Joint Conmmitlee,

5. In order to facilitate its activities and 1o address specific issues effectively, the Joint
Commiltee may, it necessary. set up joint working groups of its members, as well as involve
external experts. ~

0. Members of the Joint Committee and other authorised persons will be given free
access to the site.
7. The Joint Commiitece will regulate the issucs related to the joint commitments for the

maintcnance of the tunnel facility after its commissioning, including actions in case of force
majeure, disasters and accidents.

8. The Jeint Committee will regulate the issues related to the elaboration and
implementation of uniform/joint rules and procedures on:

8.1. movement of trains between the border stations of the two countries;

8.2. accidents and incidents in the tunnel and the adjacent infrastructures.

Article 11
Subscquent bilateral agreements

I Fach Contracting Party. in implementation of this Agreement and subsequent bilateral
agrocients, in order to ensure access to the wnnel during all stages, as well as to carry out
control and other activities, shall provide the other Contracting Party with a list of its
authorized representatives.

2. Each Contracting Party shall, in accordance with its legislation, provide the
representatives referred to in item 1 wilh access to its territory to carry out the neccssary
activities relating to the site.

3. The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall conclude subsequem
bilateral agreements governing:

- the customs control system:

- border checks:

- assets acquired and owned by both parties (calculation and accounting of costs, etc.);

- other issues related to the operation and maintenance of the tunnel.
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Article 12
Dispute resolution

Any disputes concarning the interpretation and/or performance of thig Agreement and
subseguent bilateral agreements will be resolved by the Joint Commitlee. In the event that the
Joint Commitiee is unable 1o resolve disputes, they will be resolved through negotiations
between the Contracting Partics.

Artiele 13
Provision of copies of the Agreement to third parties
The Contracting Partics will provide copies of the Agreement thal has entered into

force and of subsequent bilateral agreements to the European Commission and the European
funding institutions.

Article 14

[alidity
I This Agreement is concluded for an unlimited period.
2. Al any time, one of the Contracting Parties may denounce this Agreement by

notifying the other Contracting Party through diplomatic channcls. The Agreement shall
terminate afier the expiration of 180 days from the date of receipt of the notification by the
other Contracting Party.

Article 15
Amendment of the Agrecment

By mutual written agreement of the Contracting Partics, reached through diplomatic
means, this Agrecment may be amended and supplemented, which shall be formed in
separate protocols. They shall form an integral part of the Agreement and shall enter into
force in the manner provided for in Article 16 of this Agreement.

Article 16
Entry into foree

‘The Agreement shall be subject 10 ratification and shall enter into force on the date of
receipt of the second note by which the Contracting Partics notify each other that the
requirements of their domestic legislation for the entry into force of the Agreement have been
fulfilled.
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Signed in Gyueshevy, Republic of Balgaria on 6 November 2025, in two anginal
copics. each in the official languages of the Comwracting Parties ~Macedonian, in accordance
with the Congritution of the Republic of North Macedonia and in Bulgarian, in accordance
